1. SPACE - Space is limited and allocated on first come, first served basis upon receipt of applications
complying with our requirements.

2. THEME - In keeping with the theme of the Games, it is a requirement that you sell primarily Celtic products
and list these on your application form.

3. APPLICATIONS - All vendors must have an approved application to enter the gates on Games Day. Due to
limited space, we advise you to apply early!

4. NO BOOTH SHARING - We allow only one vendor per booth space. Two vendors may not share the same
space.

5. LOCATION - Vendor retail spaces will be located in one of four areas as shown on the accompanying map.
We cannot guarantee the exact location you request.

6. VENDOR GATE PASSES - Please indicate number of complimentary gate passes required to work your
booth (see table below). Additional gate passes may be purchased on the Games website.

7. VEHICLE PARKING - Parking behind booths is limited to vendors in Area 200. There is space for 6 vehicles
behind booths in area 200. Cost per vehicle = $90.00. Notice concerning parking outside the park will be
posted in due course.

8. TABLE RENTALS - Please indicate the number of tables you wish to rent, at $25.00 per table. Chairs are not

available. You may bring your own table and chairs.
